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Trading food and drink at Wanderland 2026
Wanderland is Wyre Council’s one‑day family festival, taking place on Saturday 25 July 2026 at Cottam Hall Playing Fields, Poulton‑le‑Fylde. The event runs from 1100hrs to 1700hrs, and all trading must cease at 1630hrs.
We anticipate approximately 2,500 ticketed visitors. The event is primarily aimed at families with young children, with most attendees expected to be under 8 years old.
The main stage programme features live performances from Peppa Pig and music from K‑Pop Superstars, supported by a wider event footprint offering family activities and walkabout entertainment. The full event takes place within a single open‑air playing field area of approximately 16,000 square metres.
What we’re looking for
We are seeking a variety of food and drink traders to help us deliver an enjoyable, affordable and family‑friendly offer. For example:
· Soft drinks and non‑alcoholic beverages
· Hot drinks, such as tea and coffee
· Quality street food
· Quick‑serve options (chips, burgers, pies, etc.)
· Pizza
· Baked potatoes
· Ice cream, sweets and desserts
· Vegetarian and vegan options
· Alcoholic beverages (operating under a separate TENs licence)
It is a priority to ensure all traders have sufficient stock to operate for the entire day, based on an estimated attendance of 2,500, and can manage service efficiently to minimise queuing.


Terms and conditions 	
Please read and be fully aware of the event terms and conditions before applying to trade. In applying, you agree to these terms and conditions.
Event Operations
· Event operated by Wyre Council.
· Arrival from 8am; unloading must finish by 10am.
· No arrivals after 10am will be permitted to trade.
· Trading ends at 4:30pm; breakdown begins only after the 5pm closure announcement. No vehicle movement until authorised by the Site Manager.
· If Wyre Council must cancel the event due to circumstances beyond its control, no compensation is payable.
Insurance, Certification & Compliance
· Traders must provide Public and Employers Liability Insurance (£5m minimum).
· Food Safety Hygiene Certificate required at booking.
· Minimum Food Hygiene Rating of 4.
· PPDS food must be correctly labelled; traders must ensure compliance with FSA guidance.
· Traders must comply with all relevant food safety and hygiene legislation.
· Accuracy of scales and measuring devices is the trader’s responsibility.
Alcohol Sales
· Alcohol traders must obtain their own TEN.
· Challenge 25 policy required.
· No glass vessels; spirits prohibited.
· The License Holder is responsible for safety and security of their licensed area.
Waste, Safety & Risk
· Traders must remove all trade waste from their pitch.
· First aid is available on site; traders must carry a basic first aid kit.
· All traders must supply a risk assessment.
Liability & Damage
· Wyre Council is not responsible for loss or damage to trader property or for interruptions caused by equipment failure, power issues, weather, or other unforeseen events.
· Traders must indemnify the Council against claims arising from their participation.
· Traders are responsible for any damage caused to grounds, trackway or infrastructure.
Cancellations
· Cancellations must be made in writing.
· If cancellation is given with 30+ days’ notice, 50% of booking fee is payable.
· If cancellation if given less than 30 days’ notice, 100% of booking fee payable.
Conduct
Traders must not undertake any unlawful or objectionable activity on the event footprint. It is at the jurisdiction of the Event Manager and Safety Advisor, if the cessation of trading is necessary due to unlawful or unsafe activity.
Pitch Fee & Payment
The pitch fees for Wanderland 2026 are:
· £150 for food and soft‑beverage traders
· £200 for alcohol traders (TEN required)
These fees cover your allocated pitch space for the full event duration (11am to 5pm), including access for set‑up from 8am, and support from the on‑site event management team.


How to apply to trade at Wanderland Family Festival

1. Read the Information Pack & Terms and Conditions
Before applying, please make sure you have fully read and understood our Information and Terms & Conditions document. This outlines pitch types, fees, site rules, safety requirements, and essential festival policies.

2. Complete the Application Form
Fill out the trader application form in full and submit it online. The application form is at the end of this document. 

3. Attach all required documents
Your application will not be fully accepted until all the following documents have been received:
· Public Liability Insurance
· Employers Liability Insurance
· Health & Safety Policy
· Risk Assessment
· Gas Safe Certification (for any gas equipment)
· Fire Risk Assessment
· Food Hygiene Certificates
· Personal Licence (required for off‑sales of alcohol)
· Allergen Information (menu or product list with allergen details)

Please ensure all documents are up to date and clearly legible.

4. Submit your application
Email your completed application form, together with the required documents, to wanderland@wyre.gov.uk

The deadline for 2026 applications is Sunday 10 May. After applications close, our team will review your application and contact you as soon as possible to confirm whether you have been successful.

If your application is successful

Arrival & Set‑Up Timeframe
All concessions must arrive no later than 8am on Saturday 25th July 2026. Entry to the festival field will be staggered and coordinated by the Site Manager to ensure safe and efficient access.

When you arrive at the playing fields, please park to the right in the designated car parks and wait there until your pitch is confirmed as ready for set‑up. Do not proceed onto the field until instructed.

Environmental Health Spot Checks
Environmental Health Officers may carry out unannounced spot checks during the event. To avoid delays or compliance issues, please ensure you always have the following available and ready for inspection:
· All required certification
· Appropriate hygiene facilities
· Necessary protective materials
· Any additional safety documentation relevant to your operation

Traders are responsible for maintaining high standards of cleanliness, food safety, and operational safety throughout the event.
